First vear or first 133 hours F will pay all labor and parts to either repair or replace the defective
work or material, at FSI Fabrication, Inc. election. All labor charges will be reimbursed at FSI

during the second year or up to 266 hours, and 33 1/3% of the cost of parts during the third year,
up to a total of 400 hours.
